Politikens bridgetradition

Dagbladet Politiken har altid bejlet til
opinionsledere og selvstandigt tan-
kende vasener — og dermed ogsa til
bridgespillere. Det har veret naturligt,
at bridgen altid har haft en vasentlig
plads i spalterne. Mr. Doubleton skrev
fx allerede bridge for opfindelsen af
kontraktbridgen i 1925 og introducere-
de et nyt fenomen, der var kommet for
at blive, sdledes:

Den kommer hylende til os fra Eng-
land gennem Nordseens Storm —
Oplysningsdoblingen.

I 1927 stiftedes verdens aldste, ar-
ligt afviklede turnering, "De Keoben-
havnske Foreningers Bridgeturnering",
hvor man siden 1930 har spillet om
Politikens vandrepokal, og som Politi-
ken stadig stetter pa premiesiden. Et
fornemt 75 &rs jubileum venter i 2002.

Sendagstillaegget Magasinet havde
savel skak- som bridgeproblemer.

Bridgeeksperten Knud Rosenlov
blev under sit arbejde s& grebet af alle
slags problemer, at han ogsé gav sig til
at lose skakproblemer og var med til at
vinde verdensmesterskabet i skakpro-
blemlesning i 1930.

Politiken sponsorerede i arene op til
Anden Verdenskrig Magasinets hold,
der med Hans og Otto Berg som anker-
par vandt DM 1939 og 1940.

Politikens Herman Dedichen var
negleperson, da det internationale
bridgeliv skulle reorganiseres efter
krigen og sterkt medvirkende til, at
det farste EM blev spillet i Kebenhavn
1948. Efter ham fulgte som redakterer
af bridge forst Lund-Henriksen, deref-
ter skakmesteren Jens Enevoldsen,
som var dybt fascineret af teorien for
4441-fordelte hander, og fra 1970
Svend Novrup, der i tiden frem til 29.
februar 2000 skrev mere end 11.000
bridgespalter plus nasten lige sa
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mange om skak, for han fratradte. Den
faste overensstemmelse med laserne
fremgik fx af, at de arlige julekonkur-
rencer normalt havde et firecifret an-
tal indsendere af lgsninger pa begge
omréder.

Novrups ferste opgave havde varet
matchen om 1£ pr.point mellem Omar
Shariffs bridge cirkus og Flint—Cansino
i London, og han habede pa at kunne
lave tilsvarende arrangementer i Dan-
mark.

Novrup var primus motor, da Politi-
ken og Foreningernes Turnering i 1977
i Brondbyhallen afviklede den forste
Europa Cup-turnering pé dansk grund
med 280 deltagende par fra en snes na-
tioner, og Politiken World Pairs, der
spilledes farste gang i 1995, var ogsa
hans mangearige drem. Den blev reali-
seret ved hans 25 ars jubilaum, da
Phoenix Hotel Copenhagen indvilgede
i at samarbejde med Politiken og Dan-
marks Bridgeforbund om at stille de
nedvendige midler til radighed.

I en arrekke havde man set misun-
deligt til, mens stjernerne flokkedes i
Sunday Times, Forbo, Hoechst, Cap
Gemini og lignende turneringer — nu
dukkede de endelig op i Kebenhavn:
Omar Sharif, Zia Mahmood, Larry "the
Law" Cohen, Geir Helgemo, George
Mittelman etc. En stjerneparade, der
heldigvis ogsa appellerede til publi-
kum, si Politiken World Pairs blev den
folkefest, Novrup havde hébet.

For nylig er han aflest af Knut Blak-
set og Mathias Bruun, som vil skrive
med samme indhu om Politiken World
Pairs 2000 og fortsatte Politikens fine
traditioner i deekningen af en begiven-
hed, der folges intenst i hele verden.
Ikke mindst via internettet, hvor ud-
valgte opger nasten vil kunne folges
kort for kort.

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Conditions of Contest

1. The Tournament is played under the WBF International Code-Laws
of Duplicate Contract Bridge 1997 and these conditions of Contest whose
special provisions for this contest supplement The Laws required.

2. Each pair will play 10 boards against each other pair.

3. The “Butler” method is used as a method of scoring. To determine
the datum score, top and bottom scores are excluded; six (6) scores re-
maining.

In case of an artificial score (Law 12.C.1) or not balancing assigned
scores (Law 12.C.2) the result is excluded from the calculation of the
datum score.

The score of each of the competing pairs will be compared with the
datum score, and the difference rounded off to the nearest multiple of 10
(if it ends in 5 it will be rounded up) gives the International Match Points
won or lost by the pair.

The total difference in IMPs, limited to +50 for the winner and +50
for the loser, will be the result of the match. For publicity reasons (no
negative numbers), 50 IMPs will be added to the result of each pair.

4. A recorder at the table shall record the auction, the final contract and
the result on the recording form. The results and the ranking are pub-
lished immediately after the conclusion of the round. The players are
obliged to check their scores and in case of disagreement to object be-
fore the start of the next round. After the third round of a session the
correction period will expire 20 minutes after the official score has been
completed and made available for inspection.

5. Any pair which is not seated and ready to play at the start of a round
will be fined 2 IMPs and 2 IMPs for every minute thereafter. Players are
requested to be seated 5 minutes before the start of each round.

At the beginning of each round the Tournament Director will announ-
ce the time by which the round must be completed. Playing time will be
75 minutes, including the time for system explanation. At the end of the
allocated time, both pairs — or the guilty pair — will be fined as follows:

from 0 to 5 minutes late: Warning
from 5 to 10 minutes late: 3 IMPs
more than 10 minutes late: 6 IMPs

Two warnings will be converted to 3 IMPs
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6. Contestants are required to bring an adequate written disclosure of
their System (3 copies of the WBF Convention Card including a maxi-
mum of 2 supplementary sheets), and make a full and true disclosure of
any call or play in response to a proper question from an opponent at the
table.

HUM-systems and brown sticker conventions are not allowed.
7. Players are reminded that English is the official language.

8. No player may leave the table until all boards are played. After com-
pletion of play it is not allowed to watch the play at other tables.

9. The pairs will be ranked according to he total number of IMPs gained
in the Tournament.

A tie between two or more pairs will not be broken and the prizes if
any will be divided.

10. Bidding boxes will be used throughout the Tournament.

11. It is the duty of the player who makes a jump bid to place his bidding
card with the indication “stop” on the table before making the bid. The
next player must pause for approximately 10 seconds.

12. The alert procedure must be used.
13. All pairs must play in the VU-graph room as often as is required.

14. A contestant may appeal any ruling of a Tournament Director, provid-
ed that the appeal is made not later than 30 minutes after the conclusion
of the round. Notification of intention to appeal must be given to the
Tournament Director.

A deposit of 200 Danish Kroner must accompany each appeal. The
deposit will be refunded if the appeal is judged not to have been frivo-
lous.
